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N.Y. Girl Killed Over Demon Accusation!

SAYVILLE, N.Y. (Reuters) - A New York woman
was arrested Monday and accused of suffocating her
teenage cheerleader daughter because she thought the
girl was possessed by demons, police said.

An aunt found the body of 17-year-old Charity
Miranda late Sunday night, lying at the bottom of a
staircase in the family's suburban home in Sayville,
New Y ork, police said.

The girl's mother and 20-year-old sister were
chanting and praying over the body. Charity Miranda
had been suffocated with a plastic bag, said Detective
Lt. John Gierasch of the Suffolk County Police
Department.

““She believed that her daughter was possessed by
demons, and this was an effort to get rid of those
demons," he said.

The woman had been trying to exorcise the demons
but gave up and decided to kill the girl, he said.

A decision was made that she must die," Gierasch
said. The victim was a senior in high school and a
cheerleader, police said. Her older sister, a college
student, who was believed to have witnessed the
killing, was also a cheerleader, police said. The
youngest sister, (15 years old), is believed to be in
danger from her mother’s delusions.  Vivian
Miranda, and the 20-year-old sister Serena were
arrested and charged with second-degree murder.

The mother had become increasingly interested in
Santeria, a mixture of ancient African-based rituals
and Christianity. But Charity Miranda apparently
refused to go along with her mother's beliefs, police
said.

The girl's father died just a week before, police said.
The mother said at first that the girl had fallen down
the dtairs, but police determined she had been
suffocated.

Neighbors in the middle-class town about 45 miles
east of New Y ork City were stunned.

“They're three lovely daughters," said one woman.
"They're al-American, clean-cut cheerleader kids. It's
abig shock."

School staff caught visiting
I nternet porn!

PASADENA, Calif.(Reuters) - Internet porn is not
approved homework in Pasadena, city school
officials say.

They have yanked Internet privileges for staff
allowed to work on their computers at home after
discovering that some of them visited pornographic
Internet sites.

"There are some cases of 'unintended’ use by
school district staff who are authorized to work at
home," said David Banis, Deputy Superintendent of
the Pasadena Unified School District.

He said staff were given passwords to use their
home computers for Internet access and to send
electronic messages for the purpose of school district
business.

"School district business is pretty broad, |
realize, and some were using (the Internet) for
something other than that.”

Banis said a routine monitoring of Internet logs
showed several visits to pornographic sites, although
he said the records did not show which staff had
dialed them up.
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Apple Makes A Profit

Can this company be saved? |If so, what for?

Steve Jobs held court in Boston at the Macworld show a
couple of weeks ago. About an hour and a half into his
presentation, the heavens and the earth stopped moving,
and even God looked up from what he was working on:
Apple, Jobs said, had at long last made a $45 million profit.
Apple aficionados wept, dealers jumped up and down, Wall
Street went wild, and al was well in the Apple kingdom.

My question is a simple one: Who cares? A few years ago,
news like this might have saved the once mighty Cupertino
computer maker. But not now. Apple has wasted too much
precious time fighting itself — time that the Wintel machine
has used wisdly to thoroughly dominate the market. Apple
makes $47 million last quarter and it's a cause for
celebration — Microsoft in that same quarter posts a profit
of $1 billion and no one notices. Times used to be that any
Apple product cost double what a similar IBM clone would
cost; now that Apple has become competitive again... So
what? A day late and a dollar short.

There are those out there (commonly called the “ Anybody
But Microsoft” crowd) that would never use an MS
product, even if Steve Jobs personally called each one and
begged them to. “Oh the Mac is SO superior to those....
boxes’. Wéll, it's just about time to knock the smug grin
off of their faces. Windows 95 and it's successors,
especidly NT, are closing the performance gap more and
more quickly. Sure the Mac was without question the
superior OS in the Win 3.1 days, but what about now? Is
Win95 so bad that someone would rather pay more for less
machine, wait and wait for software, and pay 3-4 times as
much for repairs? | don’t think so. The poor Mac is caught
in avicious cycle: fewer programmers deal with Mac code,
so fewer people buy Macs; so less software comes out, so
fewer people buy Macs, and so on.

When Apple folks look a you with that superior grin,
remind them that Microsoft became King of the Hill as
much for Apple's shooting itself in the foot than for
anything crowd a Redmond did. Remember when
Windows 3.1 came out? Apple could have flooded the
market with Macs, but what did they do? Hiked their
prices by 30 percent! Apple could have killed Microsoft
during the introduction of the CD-ROM — all of Apple's
hardware is, of course, proprietary, so the Apple machines
were moving out the door while Bill Gates and the whole
IBM gang were till trying to get IRQs and DMAS straight.
But that can be an Achilles’ heel with the wrong people in
charge. After al, Apple is a computer company. Apple
has to dea with developing hardware and software.
Having to deal with assembling computers and a physica

stock of machines is very different from just writing code
and stamping out CDs. Over the years, Apple has pushed
itself into a corner by having really only 3 or 4 mgor
suppliers, while the whole IBM crowd had thousands of
suppliers.  Unlike Apple, everyone else in the computer
world was after cheap prices. Apple believed in the cult of
the Mac so much so that Apple hardware, under the reign
of Jean-Louis Grasse (the father of the BeOS) spent most of
its time in secona induced stupor. The High Priest of
Appl€'s margin scheme was so dlitist and so loved the
aesthetics of the Holy Mac that the in the end, the company
was paying $135 each for the cases to Macintosh
computers — specially made so that their seams would face
inside on the creases. At the same time Compag, Gateway,
Dell and everyone else in the Free World are moving their
machines (all using Microsoft products) out the door by the
truckload in good old old-fashioned, God-fearing, square
IBM cases that then cost $25 a pop. That's not to mention
spending $300 million here and $200 million there for
fantastic software crusades that never went anywhere.
Correct me if I'm wrong, but Apple spent over $100
million for a project the mgor result of which was
QuickTime? If things were reversed and Mac held 90% of
the PC market instead of Windows, | think we'd still be
paying $490 for a4MB SIMM.

Apple, the company that brought you the first ad for a
personal computer ever to be shown on television, has
forgotten what the folks at Redmond have always known:
that marketing is the One True God of the hope for the
company. Was Apple the best? Yes. So was the Betamax.
In fact, that's a good comparison. Sony, developer of the
Betamax, kept its VCR standards proprietary — much like
Apple. Look at it now. Apple had to feed an Unholy R&D
monster by keeping margins ever higher. They could have
made a billion dollars if only they licensed their OS. They
had the code in their hands to turn every DOS machine into
avirtual Mac. What did they do? Let'ssay in al together
now: They pissed it all away.

Don't get me wrong. | don’t hate Apple. | still get mushy
when | think about the being ten years old and sitting for
the first time in front of my Applell. We love you, Apple,
for bringing us little people computers. Why did you have
to turn into the gang that couldn’t shoot straight?

Woman seeking revenge dlices off man's penis!

FAIRFIELD, Cadlif. (Reuters) - A woman who was
possibly seeking to avenge a murder 14 years ago had
sex with a California man and then sliced off his
penis, police said Wednesday.

Alan Hall, 48, met a woman identifying herself
as "Brenda’ last week and subsequently had sex with
her at his home, said police in Fairfield, 45 miles east
of San Francisco.

Early the next morning, the woman reportedly
made a statement implying she wanted revenge for
Hall's conviction in the 1983 murder of a friend of
hers. Police said she then used a cutting tool to cut
off Hall's penis.

Paramedics responding to a call at Hall's house
found him on the front lawn. He and the severed
organ were taken to a hospital, but surgeons were
unable to reattach the penis.

Police described the suspect, who fled Hall's
house on foot, as a 42-year-old white woman.

The San Francisco Chronicle reported Hall, who
works as a pipe fitter, was convicted of voluntary
manslaughter in July 1983 for strangling Denise
Denofrio earlier that year. Police said "Brenda' may
have been afriend of Denofrio.

SYDNEY (05-03) * - A man has died after atree
branch fell on his head while he was relieving
himself in a park.

Marijuana activists send jointsto
lawmaker gl

PARIS (Reuters) - A group advocating the
decriminalization of marijuana said Wednesday it
had sent a hand-rolled marijuana cigarette to every
French MP, along with letters urging them to ease
France's tough drug laws.

"This legislation, the most repressive in Europe,
has done nothing to halt the massive spread of drugs,
nor has it owed the appetite of a certain number of
our fellow citizens for illegal substances,” the Paris-
based Collective for Information and Research on
Cannabis wrote.

A spokesman said the joints, made from
marijuana grown in France, had been mailed Tuesday
afternoon. The group had not yet had any response
from National Assembly deputies.

Some seven million of France's nearly 60 million
people have tried marijuana at least once and about
two million are regular users, according to official
estimates.

Hundreds of French residents were jailed and
thousands fined for use, possession or sde of
marijuana last year, according to the organization.

I'm currently running the latest version of GirlFriend
and I've been having some problems lately.

| thought | might see better performance from GirlFriend
2.0. After months of conflicts and other problems, |
consulted a friend who has had experience with GirlFriend
2.0. He said | probably didn't have enough cache to run
GirlFriend 2.0, and eventually it would require a Token
Ring to run properly. He was right - as soon as | purged
my cache, it uninstalled itself.

Shortly after that, | installed GirlFriend 3.0 beta. All
the bugs were supposed to be gone, but the first time | used
it, it gave me a virus anyway. | had to clean out my whole
system and shut down for awhile.

| very cautiousy upgraded to GirlFriend 4.0. This
time | used a SCSl probe first and aso installed a virus
protection program. It worked okay for a while until 1
discovered that GirlFriend 1.0 was till in my system. |
tried running GirlFriend 1.0 again with GirlFriend 4.0 still
installed, but GirlFriend 4.0 has a feature | didn’t know
about that automatically senses the presence of any other
version of GirlFriend and communicates with it in some
way, which results in the immediate removal of both
versions.

The version | have now works pretty well, but there
are still some problems. Like all versions of GirlFriend, it
is written in some obscure language | can't understand,
much less reprogram.

Frankly | think there is too much attention paid to the
look and feel rather than the desired functionality. Also, to
get the best connections with your hardware, you usually
have to use gold-plated contacts. And I’ ve never liked how
GirlFriend istotally " object-oriented.”

A year ago, a friend of mine upgraded his version of
GirlFriend to GirlFriendPlus 1.0, which is a Terminate and
Stay Resident version of GirlFriend. He discovered that
GirlFriendPlus 1.0 expires within a year if you don't
upgrade to Fiancee 1.0. So he did, but soon after that, he
had to upgrade to Wife 1.0, which he describes as a huge
resource hog.

It has taken up all his space, so he can’t load anything
else. One of the primary reasons he decided to go with
Wife 1.0 was because it came bundled with FreeSexPlus.

Waell, it turns out the resource allocation module of
Wife 1.0 sometimes prohibits access to FreeSexPlus,
particularly the new Plug-Ins he wanted to try. On top of
that, Wife 1.0 must be running on awell warmed-up system
before he can do anything. Although he did not ask for it,
Wife 1.0 came with MotherInLaw which has an automatic
pop-up feature he can't turn off.

| told him to try installing Mistress 1.0, but he said he
heard if you try to run it without first uninstalling Wife 1.0,
Wife 1.0 will delete MS Money files before doing the
uninstall itself. Then Mistress

1.0 won't install anyway because of insufficient
resources.

BERLIN (Reuters) - Every third condom used in
Germany is a stolen one, the Berliner Morgenpost
newspaper reported on Thursday.

The paper quoted HDE retailers association
spokesman, Thomas Werz, as saying feelings of
shame among Germans with regard to sexual activity
led them to shoplift 38 percent of the condoms they
use.

Pimp ordered to pay damages
to prostitute!

GENEVA (Reuters) - A Swiss court has ordered a
Geneva pimp to pay tens of thousands of dollarsin
damages to a prostitute who said he was taking nearly
all of her pay.

The pimp was ordered to pay 160,000 Swiss
francs (nearly $110,000) -- including interest on lost
revenue -- after the prostitute accused him of taking
90 percent of her income.

A spokesman at the Geneva cantonal court said it
was the first time in the city that a pimp had been
ordered to pay damages to a prostitute.

"It could encourage similar cases,” the

spokesman said.

‘Murdered' girl showsup alivel!

NEW YORK (Reuters) - A 13-year-old girl, thought
dead by her mother and police because a man had
confessed to killing her, mysteriousy showed up
alive at her Queens home Wednesday night, police
said.

The qirl, Felicia Leighton, who disappeared
Friday, the day before her 13th birthday, appeared at
the house Wednesday around 8 p.m., police said. She
was "conscious and alert," a police spokesman said,
but was taken to an area hospital for examination.

Police said they do not know what happened to
her since her disappearance.

After she disappeared, Glenville Smith, 28, a
tenant in the house and who originally claimed to be
a security guard, told police that he had seen a
"vision" of the girl's body buried on a Long Island
beach.

Later, he confessed that to having sex with the
girl, then murdering her, police said.

Wednesday, hours before Leighton returned, he
was charged with second-degree murder and
tampering with evidence. Police said he was still in
custody and the charges he would face are uncertain.

Now, a
new work offers evaluations that may be even more helpful

"Gogues en Vogue' -- French for "Fashionable Johns"
-- includes descriptions of bathrooms in 98 Paris

restaurants, bars and nightclubs and awards toilet bowl
cleaner icons for cleanliness and toilet bowl seats for scent.

One of each, the book explains, denotes toilets of an
"apocayptic to mediocre” purity and a "pestilentia to
unbearable" odor. Three of each, meanwhile, denote
"sensational to astonishing” cleanliness and an "inebriating
to captivating” scent.

The authors gave the famed Cloiserie des Lilas a
lukewarm review: "In al, taking a break in the Cloiserie is
not unpleasant and, depending on the time of day, you may
be accompanied by music.”

The ritzy four-star Hotel Crillon, on the other hand,
proved praiseworthy.

"A detour not to be missed," they write. "The finest of
the fine are the majestic sinks with gold-plated faucets that
await your manicured hands.”

The book comes out in a country of hygienic
extremes. The capital's cafes often offer only seatless
Turkish toilets -- two footprints and a hole -- while its
green self-sterilizing public restrooms have been known to
inspire awe and envy.

The book's lowest ranking went to the Cafe Monte
Cristo, a Spanish-style restaurant-bar on the Champs-
Elysees.

"As | try to make my way through the salsa dancers,
the situation starts to fal apart,” the researcher wrote.
"There is no clear distinction between the two doors for a
simple reason: They have been ripped off.
